What do | bring in my school bag? —

e Every day you will need a reading book, exercise books

for your lessons, planner and a pencil case. -

e In your pencil case bring a pen and a spare pen, pencil, ruler,
sharpener, rubber and a calculator.

e You will be given a timetable in September. Check your timetable
each evening so you know which books you will need for the next
day's lessons and whether you need your PE kit that day.

e You can also check your timetable to make sure you’ve completed
homework that is due to be handed in.

o If you find the timetable difficult to follow we can make you a nice
“dual coded” timetable!

e You will be given a school planner in September. Your planner is a
school diary where you can write down your homework and
important information.

It is not always as easy to get water during the school day as it is at
primary school so you could bring a water bottle with you.

e Check the bottle doesn’t leak and keep it upright or in a plastic bag
to protect your books and homework.

e Bring a packed lunch if you’re not using the canteen.

e Bring an oyster card if needed.

e You will need a sensible bag to carry everything in.

You could use this space to write or draw a shopping list of
anything you don't have yet.

There are different sport
options for PE. Also, Design and
Technology, Music and Art are all
better than in primary school!

| was worried the teachers
would be scary and shout a lot
but they were friendly and
helpful just like my
primary teachers.

| was worried about getting to
lessons on time but there were lots
of students willing to help.
They were really friendly and
pointed us in the right direction
if we got lost.

| was worried about how much work
and homework there would be and
that | wouldn’t understand it. | didn’t
need to worry; the work was linked to
what we already knew so it wasn’t
much harder than primary.

| was worried about other
students being unkind but in the few
first weeks at school we learned about
who we could talk to if we saw any
unkindness in school. | felt safe knowing
that my teachers were there to speak
to if  had any worries.

| was worried about not making
friends but now | have new friends as
well as my friends from primary school.
You spend lots of time together in
lessons and form time so there are
lots of chances to get

to know people.

Travelling to Secondary School

Please ask your parents and carers NOT to drop
you off at Rosemary Avenue as it gets very busy.
The bus stops for the W8 and 191 are a 3 minute

walk away. Enfield Town is a 15 minute walk away

if you come by train but you can always take a

WS8 bus from the train station to school.

When you start secondary school you might need to travel to school
without an adult for the first time. The first time you make a journey
on your own can be a little scary.
It's a good idea to practise your route before your first day.

Before September you could practise your journey to school with
family or friends who can help you if you get stuck. If this isn't
possible you could look at a map and plan the best route from your
home to school: look up the bus timetable and find out where your
closest bus stop is. Plan when will you need to leave home to catch
the bus that will get you to school on time.

If you wish, you could use the space below to draw a map of your route or write
down any bus details that you will need.

What if I’'m late
for school?

Your parent/carer will need to call the office.

When you arrive at school our receptionist will help you to sign in.

What if | forget to hand
in my homework?

You can speak with your subject teacher. Always try and speak with
teachers as soon as possible if there's a problem with your schoolwork.

What if | can’t find my
way to my lesson?

You can ask adult — we will all
love to help show you around our school.

What if | need
help in class?

You can speak with your subject teacher or with a Teaching Assistant
(TA) in the classroom.

Tell your form tutor if you feel unwell in the morning. You can tell your
subject teacher if you feel unwell in class.
