Dear Parent/Carer 

I am delighted to inform you that we were able to secure 15 free tickets to visit the headquarters of The Magic 

Circle in Euston, Central London to take part in a two-hour magic workshop.  The aim of this trip is to give 

students the opportunity to consolidate the skills they have been learning at Magic Club on Fridays, and to 

provide an opportunity to develop their self-confidence in travelling safely around London.   

Students will meet in the hall at 8.45am at Rosemary Avenue on Monday 18th May, and we will walk to 

Gordon Hill train station to catch the 09:31am train to Finsbury Park. We will then catch the Victoria Line to 

Warren Street, and walk to The Magic Circle Headquarters.  The workshop will take place from 11am until 

1pm.  We will return to Rosemary Avenue before the end of the school day, where your daughter will then 

be dismissed home as normal. 

Students should bring a packed lunch, and there will be an opportunity for them to eat either before or after 

the workshop (they will not be allowed to eat in the venue itself).  Students in receipt of free school meals can 

collect a packed lunch before we leave school in the morning. 

We have applied for free transport via TfL, however, it is not guaranteed that free travel will be granted to 

us.  Students will need to have their oyster cards topped up to use the train in case we are unable to secure 

free travel.  

In order for the visit to go ahead we will require parental consent that confirms you are happy for your 

daughter to attend.
